                 4)  Your Cover Letter must be signed by you AND by your Thespian Director.

                 2)  List the number of theatre classes your high school offers.
                 3)  List roles you have played and/or technical work accomplished (inside or outside the high 
                 school) in Theatre Arts.
                 4)  List your participation in activities and community service (inside or outside the high school.)

       o      Section 5: Letters of Recommendation
                 1)  Letter of Recommendation from your Thespian Director.
                 2)  One additional Letter of Recommendation.

Send 3 separate packets with the above material included in separate envelopes to the State Thespians Scholarship
Committee Chair.

Scholarship applications are judged by an independent group of theatre advisors, both Thespian & Non Thespian affiliates, who have no students in competition for any Oregon Thespian Scholar-
ships.  The winners are announced at the State Conference.  All scholarship monies are handled by International and sent directly to the school identified by the scholarship winner at the begin-

ning of the school’s fall term.
